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From the Pastor 
     A couple of tidbits of information have drawn my attention recently.  
Islam is on the rise in America; that’s been the case for some time now.  But 
among people of Jewish ancestry, Orthodox Judaism – which means 
keeping kosher (completely separating meat and dairy, avoiding certain 
foods, and other little details), strict Sabbath observance, certain rituals, 
and sometimes a distinctive style of dress – is also on the rise.  What do 
these two trends have in common? 
     Last week at a local clergy gathering, we met with a professor from 
Washburn University who specializes in teaching American history with 
attention to religious developments.  He says that many of his students 
find the Christian faith, at least as they’ve observed it, to be rather 
superficial.  They don’t see that it makes much of a difference. 
     Maybe that’s the attraction for Islam and Orthodox Judaism … 
something that’s not superficial, something that offers a distinctive set of 
practices, a noticeable way of life. 
      This isn’t to say that Christianity is inherently superficial.  It isn’t that 
way at all – at least, it’s not supposed to be just a small part of our lives.  
It’s supposed to go deep into us, to shape who we are on the inside and 
guide our living on the outside.  Christianity too should be a distinctive 
way of life. 
      The roots of our Lenten observance are some of the longest in the 
history of the Christian Church, going back to the first centuries.  Lent was 
a time when new converts prepared for baptism at Easter.  They learned 
the teachings of the faith, how to live as those who have been joined to the 
death and resurrection of Jesus, the way of life for the community of which 
they were to become a part. 
     That’s still the center of Lent even now.  “Remember you are dust and to 
dust you shall return …”  We are sinners; we have failed to be the people 

God calls us to be.  We are destined to die.  Yet Christ came among us, took 
all that failure and even death itself into his own death, and by his 
resurrection gives us new life, his own life working in us.  Baptism joins us 
to the story of Jesus and makes it our own. 
     How then do we live?  Let’s ponder that this Lenten season…

of the resurrection.  However, 

we refrain from using the 
word Alleluia so that it may 

sound even more joyous when 

we say and sing it again in the 
Easter season.  Watch for other 

changes as we move into Lent!

was a time of preparation for 
those to be baptized at the 
Easter Vigil.  For those who 
are already baptized, Lent is 
a time to enter more deeply 
into Christian faith and life as 
we reflect on what it means 
to be joined to the death and 
resurrection of Jesus Christ, 
marked by the cross, and 
sealed with the Holy Spirit 
forever.
