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From the Pastor 
     In his book outlining the process we are engaged in as Partnership for 
Missional Church (PMC), Pat Keifert writes about an understanding of 
faithfulness that the Eastern Christian churches have kept … and that we in 
Western churches have lost sight of:  To be faithful, you must also be faithful to the 
constituting moment of the church that comes not from the past, but by the will of the 
Father in the person of the Son who will judge us at the end of time, through the power of 
the Holy Spirit from God’s absolute future.  Faithfulness is as much about faithfulness to 
God’s future as it is faithfulness to God’s past … (We Are Here Now, pp. 65-6) 
     This means that our faithfulness isn’t just a matter of recalling what God has 
done in the past.  Our faithfulness must also involve living toward the future that 
God holds out to us in the resurrection of Jesus, knowing that our risen Lord will 
judge us at the end of all things according to our faithfulness in living toward that 
resurrection future.  The resurrection of Jesus is like a giant arrow pointing in the 
direction of God’s future.  It shows us where God is going with life and this 
world: forgiveness, healing, restoration, and new life.  To live faithfully into God’s 
future is to participate in these things that echo the resurrection … and anticipate 
our own resurrection. 
     At the last cluster meeting in the PMC process, we heard that most 
congregations know how to find their own preferred future, but they do not 
know how to find God’s preferred future … nor do they even consider that God 
has a plan or a purpose for the congregation beyond its own interests.  We know 
what we want … what we want to do … what we want to see happen.  But have 
we considered what God might want? 
     On April 13th, we will gather in the afternoon to consider the question: What is 
God up to? This will be a time to listen to one another as we share what we know 
about our congregation and our community.  It will be time to listen to God 
through God’s word and through prayer, trusting that the Holy Spirit will speak 
to us and through us.  Please take the time to read the article about the 
Congregation Conversation Event and make plans to attend. 
     Don’t worry about not having the “right” answer … or even any answer at all.  
As Martin Luther wrote on the hiddeness of God, God hides in order to be found.  
The only thing we need to do is to be caught in the act of seeking by God, who is 
waiting for us to start seeking.  If we seek, we will find.  So let’s join together in 
seeking God’s future for our congregation.
