EVENTS & HAPPENINGS

DAY OF
PENTECOST

Sunday, May 11* is the “red
letter day” on the church
calendar. The word Pentecost
refers to a span of 50 days. In
the Jewish tradition, Pentecost
(50 days from the second day
of Passover) was a festival
celebration of the first fruits
from the fields. It was at the
time of this festival that Holy
Spirit was poured out on the
first followers of Jesus with the
loud sound of a blowing wind
and fire. They began to tell the
good news of Jesus in different
languages to all those around
them. This festival day marks
the turning of the Church year
from the Season of Easter to
what is called the Season of the
Church, the weeks after
Pentecost.

On this day, we celebrate
the outpouring of the Holy
Spirit in baptism as two of our
young men, Adam Heald and
Brian McGinnis, make
Affirmation of Baptism and
public  profession of the
Christian faith. The color for
this festival is red. Please wear
red that Sunday and join in the
celebration!

HOLY TRINITY
Sunday, May 18" is the
opening festival of the Season
of the Church. This is the
only festival in the Church
calendar that celebrates a
doctrine (teaching) rather than
an event. On this day, we
contemplate God as revealed
to us as Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit — one God in three
“persons.” The balance of the
oneness and threeness of God
is hard to fathom and difficult
to explain. Yet this is the way
in which the Church has come
to make sense of all that
Scripture has to tell us about
God. Come join in the
contemplation of the wonder
and mystery of God as the
Holy Blessed Trinity.

ERIK, KING OF
SWEDEN &
MARTYR

Erik has long been regarded
as the patron saint of
Sweden. He ruled from
1150 to 1160 and did much
to bring peace to the nearby
kingdoms and to spread the
Christian faith  throughout
pagan Scandinavia. Fair
laws in the courts and care
for the poor and sick were
among the projects of his
reign. He also established
and protected a mission in
Finland that was led by
Henry of Uppsala (who
needed all the tact, peace-
making skill, and other
support that King Erik could
give him). On the Day of
Ascension in 1160, Erik was
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at worship as the Danish
army approached. He is
reported to have said, “Let
us at least finish the
sacrifice. The rest of the
feast | shall keep elsewhere.”
Upon leaving worship, he
was killed by the Danes.
Erik is commemorated on
the date of his death, May
18".  The example of Erik
encourages our
consideration of the
relationship between civic
authority and faith in public
life.

The members of the
Partnership for Missional Church
steering team would like to
thank all who made and took
the time to come out April 13t
to see what we have been up
to for the last 8 months. And,
what a wonderful turnout it
was! We were told a good
turnout would be around 20%



of weekly worship attendance.
There were over 30 people at
the event, putting us above the
norm ... PRAISE GOD!! There is
just so much positive potential
in this wonderful congregation.

The afternoon started out
with a time of prayer
and discernment--looking once
again in Luke's Gospel to see
what ways the Holy Spirit would
guide and nurture us in this
process. Next, it was on to
sharing summaries of the
information that has been
gathered. If you missed the
event, pick up copies of those
summary sheets in the
narthex. Full copies of the
reader’'s report from the
congregation interviews and
copies of the data reports are
available for the asking. This is
information about us and for
our use here at Trinity...so feel
free to examine. And, be
excited! Much of the census
data, for instance, points to a
very large mission field available
to us without even leaving the
city. Traffic data shows that
thousands of vehicles (12,000
to be exact) pass by our church
daily. Talk about
opportunity! Interviews with
city leaders and area residents
showed both a desire for and a
need of greater church
participation in projects that
would help those in need within
the city. This is not all that we
have learned just a few
crumbs to pique your interest
enough to find out more.

After hearing those reports,
we broke up into small groups
for some open discussion of
what we heard in the reports.
Personally, I thought it
fascinating how each group
processed the information and
then came up with ideas-all
from somewhat different

angles. It's so awesome to see
the Spirit move.

We came back together to
share the small group reports
with the whole group and ended
the "information" part of the
meeting with prayer. We then
moved down to the basement
to have a wonderful meal and
wrapped the whole day up with
Holden's Evening Prayer
Service.

It was such a nice time -
focused on God, on Trinity, and
on meeting together in a
positive time of learning and
growing.

Did we solve all of Trinity's
problems? Nope! That's not
what this was about. Did we
see we really all care very
deeply for our congregation?
Yep! And, that's a great place
to start from. Did we maybe
come just a bit closer to
recoghizing what it is GOD
wants done with us ... What HIS
plans are for Trinity”? | do
think yes, we did. | say that
because we were in fellowship
with  one another, moving
forward as brothers and sisters
in Christ. There wasn't one
group's agenda or any other
"power struggles”. Instead, it
was a time of prayer, of
discernment and of coming
together — not unlike what the
people of this congregation did
when they rebuilt back after
the fire. Faith in GOD rebuilt
this church building then, and,
by the grace of GOD, that same
faith will move us forward once
again in these early years of
this new century.

So, you ask — What's next?
Well, we take the information
gathered - both in
brainstorming sessions and the
reports that were shared with
the whole group — along with all
Church Council members that
are able to attend, head on

over to KC for the next Cluster
Event (May 16-17). We are
never told a huge amount
about what will happen at these
events ahead of time (so as to
not get ahead of ourselves or
get lost in too many details).
But, we were told that we will
together discuss and discern
(with guidance) some places of
strength that we could build
on. In the coming months, the
Steering Team and the Council
will be deciding on three areas
of our congregation’s life where
we will start experimenting.
We’ll also be preparing to start
those experiments. Stay tuned
to the June Tidings for more
info after this next cluster
event has taken place.

Again — Thank You to all
who made the day such a
wonderful event. Time spent
with and about GOD is always
time well spent! A special
thanks to Helen Laughlin and
Laura Bilstein (and helpers) as
they organized, prepared and
served the delicious meal. And,
| would be remiss in not
thanking each and every
member of the Steering Team
for the meetings, the input, the
discussion, the planning and the
blessings they have shared.
One more group that needs
thanked is the people that
either did the interviewing or
were interviewed. Your candor
and open responses will help us
in this process. GOD BLESS

A THOUGHT FROM

THE SYNOD

Our Bishop, Gerald
Mansholt, has forwarded a
recommendation from
Bishop Ralph Dunkin of the
West Virginia/Western
Maryland Synod that was
adopted by the ELCA
Council of Bishops...

In  the next weeks,
virtually all member families
of the ELCA (along with
everyone else) will be
receiving their “economic
stimulus  checks.” This
raises the question of what
we, as faithful stewards,
ought to do with this money.
This money comes as a gift
of sorts — unearned, unasked
for.

The bishops are
suggesting that all ELCA
members tithe (give 10% of)
their stimulus checks
towards hunger relief. It is
estimated that the 4.9 million
members of the ELCA will
receive over a billion dollars
in this stimulus package. If
all ELCA members were to
do this, about $100 Million
would be given to hunger
relief in this country and
around the world. Bishop
Mansholt specifically
recommended ELCA World
Hunger Appeal and Bread
for the World.

ELCA World Hunger
Appeal works directly in
areas suffering to develop
reliable sources of food,
water, and other
necessitates. ELCA World
Hunger also supports
economic development in
impoverished regions of the
world. You may give ELCA
