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From the Pastor 

     Kids around town are being registered for school as this newsletter goes out … Classes start the 

second week of August … What happened to the crazy, hazy, lazy days of summer?!  Are they over 

already?  It’s certainly still hot enough to be summer.  How is it that time just seems to go faster and 

faster? 

     It certainly seems that way for parents … watching the kids grow and change, marking progress 

with the start and end of school years, counting the years by grade.  But it’s not just parents of 

school-age kids wondering about the speed of time and changes.  Those without kids in the home 

can find time slipping by just as fast with grandkids or nieces and nephews. 

    So many things around us remind us that life is about changes and the changes are coming faster 

than ever these days.  We remember when gas was well below $1.00 – let alone $4.00 … when the 

rhythms of the farm – planting and harvesting – set the schedules for the schools … when the pace 

of life was slower and we knew our neighbors … when everything seemed to be about the same 

anywhere you looked. 

     Now change comes so rapidly and we quickly forget how things were even a short time ago.   

Gas is getting down near $3.00 a gallon.  It seems like such a relief now, but do you remember when 

the $3.00 price was a shocking experience?  The prices at the gas pumps aren’t the only things that 

have been through rapid change and completely reshaped our expectations. 

     In a world of constant and rapid changes, the temptation is often there to cling to things that 

might (we hope!) protect us from the changes that overwhelm us and our fears of the unknown.  We 

have a tradition of using our faith in that way, looking for the church (and our experience of church) 

to be a safe haven, a familiar comfort to buffer us from the unfamiliar and threatening. 

     But faith was never meant to insulate us from life in the world.  Our experiences with God and 

God’s Word are meant to steady us so that we can face changing and daunting situations with 

courage, trusting that God is somewhere present in the midst of things … maybe in ways we cannot 

yet see, maybe even in us. 

     We get some of the dramatic stories from Matthew’s gospel this month: Jesus feeding a huge 

crowd with food for just a few … Jesus calming the storm and inviting Peter to join him in strolling 

across the waves … Peter’s bold confession of Jesus as the Messiah … and a staggering revelation 

about what that actually means.  Even Jesus gets his comfort zone stretched a bit when a non-Jewish 

woman makes a bold request.  God keeps the surprises coming, stretching the limits of what seems 

possible. 

     Faith isn’t so much an anchor in a sea of change as it is rudder to navigate that sea.  Sure, our 

world will keep on changing.  But God is with us in the midst of it – not to keep us the same, but to 

keep us faithful.  The promise of God’s presence steadies us amid the changes; the vision of God’s 

kingdom lights our way though the uncertainties.  Knowing how God has been faithful in the past, 

we face the ever-changing present with trust that God is still present to lead us in new ways of 

living the old story.

AN UPDATE ON THE 

PMC PROCESS 
     Members of the Church 

Council and the PMC 

Steering Committee got 

together for a retreat on 

Saturday, July 19th.  The 

purpose of the meeting 

was to work toward our 

next step in this journey.  It 

involves developing and 

discerning what the Holy 

Spirit has in mind for our 

congregation.  The 

meeting was conducted 

by Alan Walter, a Parish 

Ministry Associate who is 

the synod’s liaison with 

Church Innovations (the 

company that has 

developed this whole 

model for the PMC 

process). 

     The morning started out 

with dwelling, once again, 

in the Luke 10 passage 

that has become quite 

familiar to many of us. The 

purpose of using the same 

passage over and over is 

to break us of the “quick-

read syndrome” so 

prevalent in our society. 

We are so used to going 

to some information, 

ingesting it once, drawing 

conclusions from it, and 

moving on. With the 

practice of dwelling in the 

word, we are forced to 

slow down, to listen and to 

really ponder on the 

meaning. More 

importantly, it allows the 

Holy Spirit a chance to get 

a “word in edge-wise”. 

Slowing down and 

repetition produces 

thought and discernment-

-and, getting the most out 

of GOD’s word is what we 

are supposed to be all 

about. 

     We then broke down 

into smaller groups and 

did some good old-

fashioned brain-storming 

of the data collected so 

far over the past year 

about us and 

who/what/where we are 

in the community. And, 

maybe as importantly, 

who and what the 

community is around us 

here at 8th and Buchanan. 

Themes emerged as we 

came back together, and 

with the help of more 

discernment and prayer, 

we came up with our 
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goal: to offer up an 

adaptive missional 

challenge statement.  

     This does not mean this 

is our one and only new 

mission statement for the 

church. Rather, it is a 

statement – “REACH OUT 

TO PEOPLE IN NON-

TRADITIONAL FAMILIES” – 

that will be taken up by a 

group of your peers to 

look at, play with, 

squeeze, kneed, process, 

etc. until they bring it 

down to some workable, 

do-able ideas.  

     These ideas become a 

number of  experiments 

we will then conduct to 

see how we can bring 

Christ to the 

neighborhood and others 

around us.   I want to stress 

here that it is only an idea-

an experiment.  If it works 

and grows – PRAISE BE TO 

GOD!!  If it doesn’t work in 

the way it’s set up – PRAISE 

BE TO GOD!!  Okay, both 

can’t be good outcomes 

… so what’s going on?  

Well, this whole thing we 

have entered into is a 

process.  It is not a quick-

fix or an easy way out.  It is 

a way for us to share that 

good news of Jesus Christ 

with those persons who 

are literally dying without 

it. 

     So, if one part of an 

experiment fails, do you 

throw the whole thing 

out?  Nope!  Instead, you 

glean the good results 

from those that didn’t 

work and you try again – 

albeit a bit differently. 

Another way of saying this 

is, the end result remains 

the end result … it’s just 

how we get there that we 

don’t know yet.  And, if 

you will remember, that is 

what we have been told 

(and passed along to you) 

all along. 

     As you read this, some 

of you may find interest in 

this kneading process I 

spoke of earlier. Officially, 

you would be called an 

M.E.T.  (Missional 

Engagement Team) 

member.  Whatever the 

name, if you like to “think 

a bit outside the bun”, 

please consider getting on 

board at this time. This 

process we are in is meant 

to involve as many 

persons as possible. Don’t 

be shy!  If you feel the 

Spirit tugging at you to be 

involved – get involved. 

The church office can get 

you in touch with the right 

persons. There are some 

time commitments, but, 

they are not 

overwhelming, especially 

considering the joy 

involved in the task. 

     Also, as always, if you
