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From the Pastor

The respite from the heat in recent days, the falling of a few early leaves, the
changing colors of apples on a tree near my house whisper that things are
changing. Both the calendar on my wall and the calendar in this newsletter reflect
that the number of activities are picking up again. Fall can be such an exciting,
energetic season.

This is also an exciting time of transition in the process we call Partnership for
Missional Church. Last month, there was an article describing the missional
direction that the council discerned at the retreat in July. We now have the
Missional Engagement Team identified. You can read more about the team and
the upcoming Cluster Event inside this newsletter. This Cluster Event marks our
movement from the Discovery Phase of the process to the Experimenting Phase.
In the coming months, the Missional Engagement Team and the Steering Team
will be directing a series of experiments to help us develop relationships with
those God is calling us to serve.

What forms those experiments might take and what the outcomes might be
remain to be seen. We’'ve been told we're hoping for “Post-It Notes.” The
chemist at 3M who came up with those sticky note papers was actually trying to
develop an adhesive that would be thin enough not to warp the paper but as
permanent as glue. Well, he managed a thin adhesive that didn’t warp the paper
... but the bonding was not permanent. It seemed like a failure. But then he and
his secretary started using these sticky bits of paper to mark places in their choir
music at church and to add little notes about how to sing the music here and
there. They discovered this failed experiment might be a marketable product.
Now sticky notes are everywhere.

Our experiments will be hoping for some of the same thing. The results may
not be quite what we were expecting or intending. But so long as we learn
something in the process of the experiments, that’s a good thing. The hope is that
at least one of the experiments will produce something, even if it is a completely
surprising and totally unexpected outcome, that opens a whole new direction for
us as a congregation ... a direction that moves us along the path God is leading
us, a way we can do our part in the on-going work of God to love and bless the
world.

God is always up to something. May our eyes be open to seeing it in new and
surprising ways!

HOLY CROSS DAY

September 14th

The festival of The Holy
Cross commemorates the
dedication of the Church of
the Resurrection in 335.
After the Roman Emperor
Constantine made
Christianity a legal religion
within  the empire, his
mother, Helena, went on a
pilgrimage to the Holy Land
to find sites that were sacred
to Christians. The Church of
the Resurrection was
constructed on the site where
Helena and her company
thought Jesus had been
buried. Her pilgrimage also
led to the construction of a
church at the site identified
as that of the crucifixion. A
number of modern
archaeologists think that
Helena’s pilgrimage may
have indentified the correct
locations of these significant
events.

During Lent and Holy
Week, we focus on the more
solemn aspects of the cross
and the repentance that
Christ’s death for our sins
calls forth from us. The Day
of the Holy Cross is a time to
celebrate the victory over the
forces of sin and death that
Christ accomplished in his

death and resurrection. This
is a day for celebration as we
rally around the cross.

September 14t also
marks the start of our fall
Sunday morning program
with education opportunities
for children and adults. We
will receive new members
during worship as well.
Come and join the
celebration. The color for the
day is red — and you are
invited to dress in red as
well.  We will be singing
ELW Setting One for the first
time in our worship service
that day.

We do have some good
news concerning the bank loan
taken on the addition.

Rate adjustment: Adjustment
made on 7/17/2008 to 6.75% for
this period of the loan. Payment
amount will remain the same.
No fees were incurred with this
adjustment. Adjustment will be
made in 2012 as scheduled.

As you can see we have madsg
great strides on our loan in just
1 % years! It is estimated that
with  the extra principal

payments and the change in
rate, approximately 27 months
have been knocked off the life
of the loan. Of course this

depends on the scheduled rate

adjustments in 2012 and 2017.
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Is it possible that we could have
the loan paid before 2017?
Yes! With continued

contributions that exceed the
payment we can pay off even
more of the principal and
shorten the loan length.
