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From the Pastor 

     As we move into October, our gospel readings take up the themes of risk and choice.  

The Parable of the Vineyard highlights the risk God was taking in the incarnation – 

sending the Son who could be rejected and killed.  Allowing people to chose their ways 

means God takes risks … risks that the good news will not be fully embraced or that 

people may choose allegiance to other powers and would-be gods.  Even Reformation 

Sunday points to a risk God took in forming the Church: the Church could get things 

wrong and lose the way. 

     As we move into the second phase of the process we call Partnership for Missional 

Church (PMC), we are being invited to take some risks.  During the last year, we looked a 

lot at ourselves as a congregation: our history, our experiences, our hopes and fears.  We 

did some study of our community through demographic data and a few interviews with 

people in our neighborhood.  We took the perspective of outsiders looking in, testing the 

water a bit … like dipping our toes in the pool. 

    During this next phase, we’re asked to take the plunge, to jump into the water by 

getting to know people outside our congregation.  At the council retreat in July, the 

council members discerned a call to connect with people in non-traditional families.  This 

sense of direction needs to be refined, and the Missional Engagement Team (MET) will be 

doing that.  But how can we connect with these people we are called to serve if we do not 

know them?  That’s the plunge we’re asked to take … to go out and meet people who are 

not in our church, who may be different from us … to listen to what they have to tell us 

about their lives and experiences, to learn how God’s good news can connect with their 

needs.  We can’t work with them until we know them. 

     You can read more about the new phase in the PMC Process, the MET, and the need for 

people willing to take this plunge inside this newsletter.  We also have a new passage for 

Dwelling in the Word for this Phase:  2 Corinthians 4:1-12.  Look it up and read it from 

time to time.  Spend some time contemplating the ministry God has entrusted to us, 

treasure in us as clay jars. 

    Consider also these lines inspired by the sea voyages of Brendan the Navigator: 

There is a sense of adventure, of openness and possibilities, abandonment to God 

and expectation of fulfilling God’s will.  I accept the responsibility, I’ll hear and 

obey, and trust, O God, it is Your voice I hear … It is a Yes to risky living … The 

sea takes me; where I do not know, but I gladly go.  And I can only trust every 

word you say, and obey.

How do we pick hymns?  
The lessons of the day, the 
gospel message, the church 
season we are in, the time of 
year all play into the process 
of hymn selection.  We use 
the church calendar and 
other resources that offer 
appropriate selections to fit 
the theme of the day. 
Sundays and Seasons is a 
book published by Augsburg 
Fortress that you may view 
in the Worship and Music 
Handbook.  This particular 
resource gives a theme, 
what the ELCA may be 
emphasizing on that day, 
ideas on visual arts, 
instrumental selections and 
choir anthems.  It also has 
lists of hymns that would 
work well for opening, hymn 
of the day, communion and 
sending.  The committee 
reviews these suggestions 
as well as other resources 
available and decides which 
hymns to use at the various 
points in the service.  
Beginning in Advent, the 
hymn selections will be 
made monthly by rotation of 
the members of the 
committee.  We believe this 
will work well because of the 
broader range of people 

selecting the hymns.  What 
may be familiar to one 
person is not always known 
or loved by another.  By 
including more people in the 
process we should be able to 
satisfy the desire for more 
familiarity. Worship and 
Music Committee meetings 
are open and held on the 3rd 
Monday of each month at 6 
p.m.  You may come at any 
time and join us or just visit 
and give your input on a 
worship or music issue that 
is important to you.  Perhaps 
you would like to take a 
month of selecting the 
hymns?  Or maybe you 
would like to help a member 
of the committee select the 
hymns?  You are welcome to 
join us in this process.  
Current committee members 
will be given assignments at 
our next meeting, October
