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From the Pastor 

     There are some very provocative articles in The Lutheran magazine this month.  All 

discuss the baptismal theme of death and resurrection, some from personal and some 

from a congregational perspective.  The articles are challenging and I encourage you to 

pick up a copy of this month’s magazine and read them. 

     The good news in what the writers have to say is that we are not alone in facing the 

challenges of our times (aging membership with the inevitable loss of those members to 

death, few new members coming to replace those lost).  A great many churches here in the 

North America, in both the USA and Canada, are facing these challenges.   The bad news 

is that the challenges are not going away.  Our historic sources for new members, 

immigrants and children born to member couples, will not return to what they were in the 

19th and 20th centuries. 

      In one of the articles, Canadian Bishop Susan C. Johnson writes: 

We’ve relied too heavily on traditional Lutheran immigration to bring us new members.  
We’ve allowed the dominant culture’s fixation on wealth to scare us from teaching the 
freedom and gift that comes from following the biblical practice of tithing.  We’ve been far 
too focused on a ministry of chaplaincy to our members instead of taking seriously Christ’s 
mandate to share the good news and serve our neighbor. 

She goes on to ask: What might an authentic North American Lutheran form of Evangelism look 
like? 

…in part it means we need to learn how to share our faith stories.  We need to help each 
other learn to identify the ways God is acting in our lives and equip one another with 
language to articulate that experience.  We need to practice telling these stories... 
 

     What Bishop Johnson points to as needed steps are some of the very things that our 

work in the Partnership for Missional Church is helping us to do.  The reason for 

“Dwelling in the Word” is to help us learn to recognize how God is acting in our lives and 

to share what we find by faith with other people.  As we come to know people who are 

different from us, we gain awareness of their language … and how we can express our 

faith through our stories in ways others can hear and understand.  By directing us 

towards others, the process is moving us away from care of our own and towards sharing 

the good news of Jesus Christ with outsiders who need to hear. 

     These things aren’t easy.  If they were, few congregations would be struggling with the 

challenges of these days.  It’s hard, difficult work to move in a different direction, to see 

from different perspectives, to think in new ways, to change … and become the new 

creation in Christ.  As one church year gives way to another, as we give thanks for the 

faithful departed and the blessings we have, as we look forward to the ultimate reign of 

Christ, may the Spirit abiding in and with us turn us from death to life again!

STEWARSHIP 
CAMPAIGN 2009 

Trinity Lutheran Church will 
be kicking off our 
Stewardship Campaign for 
2009.  We will be passing our 
pledge cards after church on 
November 23 and November 
30.  We are asking you to 
prayerfully consider how you 
can give to the church for 
2009.  Similar to last year, we 
are again basing our pledge 
campaign on giving stories.  
What has affected the way 
that you give of your 
resources and time to the 
church?  On December 14th, 
we will present the pledge 
cards at the alter during the 
church service.  For those 
unable to attend worship on 
December 14th, please mail 
your pledge back by 
December 18th.  These 
pledges will be treated 
similarly to last year -- your 

pledge is between you and 
God. 
We are basing the 
Stewardship Campaign on the 
book, “Ask, Thank, Tell” by 
Charles R. Lane, the author 
shares six values that are 
consistent in the “Portrait of 
a Biblical Giver”. 
 Value #1 –Intentional.  
This simply means to develop 
a plan for your giving and then 
follow through with that plan.  
In 2 Corinthians 9:6-7, Paul 
writes, “The point is this:  the 
one who sows sparingly will 
also reap sparingly, and the 
one who sows bountifully will 
also reap bountifully.  Each of 
you must give as you have 
made up your mind, not 
reluctantly or under 
compulsion.” 
     Value #2 – Regular. 
To be regular in your giving 
means to establish a pattern 
in your giving, and to follow 
that pattern.  Paul put it this 
way in 1 Corinthians 16:2, “On 
the first day of every week, 
each of you is to put aside and 
save whatever extra you earn, 
so that collections need not 
be taken when I come.”  Paul’s 
prescribed regular pattern 
for giving is each week. 
 Value #3 – Generous.  
Lane notes that generous 
giving is the most basic 
stewardship value.  In Luke 
12:34, Jesus says, “For where 
your treasure is, there your 
heart will be also.”  Also, Paul 
writes to the Corinthians, 
“And God is able to provide 
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you with every blessing in 
abundance, so that by always 
having enough of everything, 
you may share abundantly in 
every good work” (2 
Corinthians 9:8). 
         Value #4 – First. 
Giving first means giving to 
God first and living off the 
rest.  We live in a world in 
which advertising is very 
adept at turning wants into 
needs. If we don’t give to God 
first, God will only get what is 
left. 
     Value #5 – Proportional.   
The Bible calls us to 
percentage giving.  The 
language is always, “Give in 
proportion to the blessings 
you have received.”  The 
tithe, or ten percent, is the 
best example of the Bible’s 
teaching of proportional 
giving.  Another good is 
example is the story of the 
poor widow in Mark 12:41-44.   
   Value #6 – Cheerful. 
Perhaps the best-known 
stewardship verse in the Bible 
comes from 2 Corinthians 9:7:  
“God loves a cheerful giver.”  
At this point we can continue 
Paul’s writing from Value #1, 
“The point is this:  the one 
who sows sparingly will also 
reap sparingly, and the one 
who sows bountifully will also 
reap bountifully.  Each of you 
must give as you have made up 
your mind, not reluctantly or 
under compulsion, for God 
loves a cheerful giver.  And 
God is able to provide you 
with every blessing in 

abundance, so that by always 
having enough of everything, 
you may share abundantly in 
every good work” (2 
Corinthians 9:6-8). 
Please prayerfully consider 
how you can give to the 
church this next year.  It is 
our hope that between the 
ideas that we’ve talked about 
from the “Ask, Thank, Tell” 
book and the giving stories 
people have been sharing that 
YOU have given some thought 
to why and how you give of 
your time and resources.  If 
you feel moved to, please 
write your own story to share 
with the church.

DISCIPLESHIP
