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From the Pastor 

     We’re trying to get this newsletter out before Thanksgiving … I haven’t even bought 

the turkey for dinner yet … but already the stores are awash in Christmas décor, Santa’s 

enthroned at the mall, and muzak versions of Christmas carols are in the air.  This is 

nothing new.  It’s been this way for years now.  But with each passing year, I find it 

bothers me more. 

     I’m not sure which bothers me most – the overwhelming consumerism with the 

emphasis on buying, sales figures, marketing strategies, “Black Friday” news coverage … 

or those who try to bless all this excess by saying it’s really about Christ’s birth.  Christians 

were celebrating the birth of the Savior for ages without an extravaganza of gift-giving; 

we could celebrate the Savior without all the cultural Christmas trappings today.   

     That’s not to say that I’m opposed to the cultural trappings of our year-end holiday 

season.  I really enjoy surprising loved ones with carefully chosen, nicely wrapped gifts.  

(And yeah … I like getting them, too!)  I can appreciate that the gift of God’s love in Jesus 

born to Mary inspires us to give gifts to those we love.  But I can’t deny that cultural 

expectations about gift-giving also play a part in how we celebrate Christmas.  It’s not all 

about the baby in the manger … some of it might be, but not all of it. 

    Even so, even in the Church, Advent and Christmas aren’t just about the baby in the 

manger … and in this case, that’s a good thing.  Advent is not a holy kind of way to get 

ready for Christmas.  It’s a time of hope and expectation, not about the coming of 

Christmas and gifts, but of the coming of God into our midst.  We don’t remember the 

birth of Jesus at Christmas just because it’s a sweet, heartwarming story about the most 

wonderful child being born in an anything but wonderful place.  We remember the story 

of Jesus’ birth because this how God once came into our world. 

    Remembering how God broke into our world once fuels our hopes that God will come 

among us.  If Jesus could be born to a poor couple in the filth of a stable, then Jesus could 

certainly come to any of us in the midst of any situation.  So we wait and watch with 

hopeful expectation that God will come to us again.  We hear the signs of the Coming One 

and learn to look for those signs in our lives … sometimes big and dramatic, tearing the 

heavens and shaking the foundations … sometimes small and fragile, like the birth of a 

baby … sometimes in ways that are hard to see at all. 

     But God still comes.  The tiny little baby born in Bethlehem did turn the world upside 

down – just as his mother sang.  We may not yet see all of that promised future, but here 

and there … now and then, we see glimpses of it that leave us eager for more.  So once 

again, we light our candles, watch and wait, and remember our Lord will indeed come.

Meeting, Nov. 12 

Stewardship/Finance - The fall 
stewardship campaign will be 
the same as last year. A pledge 
card will be mailed to each

There has been no special 
offering for World Missions this 
year so this will be the 
emphasis during Advent. We 
have commitment for $1,000. 
this year, $445. of that has 
been met. General Fund 
account was $474. behind 
monthly budget needs in Oct.

$5,853. Budget work-sheets 
were handed out to the 
committees to get input and 
return to council to review in 
Dec. Jane Lewis gave her letter 
of resignation as treasurer, 
effective Dec. 31. She is willing 
to help orient a new treasurer.  
 

Learning - Fund raising efforts 
continue monthly for the youth 
program (grades 6-12) and for 
the ELCA Youth Gathering in 
July. The youth will sponsor the 
smorgasbord on Dec. 14 and 
will provide musical entertain.
